Leighton 
Town 

Development

Leighton Town was formed in 1885, and were known as Leighton United between 
1922 and 1963. they were mainly involved in local leagues until the outbreak of 
the great war, and won the Leighton & District League on several occasions.

Leighton were one of the original members of the South Midland league in 1922, 
which was originally known as the Bedfordshire county. Between 1922 1nd 1952, 
they were members of the Spartan League, before being a foudner member of 
the Hellenic League in 1952., but then moved back to the South Midlands League 

just two years later, winning the Premier Championship in 1965/66. They 
rejoined the Spartan League in 1967/68.

Leighton then won three successive Bedfordshire Senior Cup trophies between 
1968 and 1970, but struggled to build upon this success in the United Counties 
League. The 70's and 80's were tough for the club as it struggled to recapture 

the success of the 60's.
In 1990/91 the club won the South Midlands League Challenge Trophy and 

O'Brien's Premier Division Cup, each for the first time, before winning the South 
Midlands Premier Division in 1991/92, earning a place in the Isthmian League.

The CLub had further success with the 1992/93 Bedfordshire Senior Cup, 
promotion to the Isthmian League Division 2 in 1995/6, the Isthmian League 
Associated Members Trophy in 1996,97, and the double of the Associated 

Members Trophy and Buckingham Charity Cup in 1998/99.
The club was relocated to the Southern Premier League in 2006/07, and reached 

the 4th qualifying round of the FA Cup in 2007-08, losing 3-0 to 
then-Conference South side Havant & Waterlooville.

The club then had a few more years in the Southern Premier, but started to 
struggle in the early 2010's, eventually being relegated to the Spartan South 

Midlands League in 2015-16, playing at that level for the first time since 
1991-92.

2022-23 saw a return to form though, winning the Spartan South Midlands 
Premiership and Premier Division League Cup. 

The 2022-23 season also saw the formation of the Development side, who won 
promotion from the Spartan League Division 2 into this league in its first 

season of existence.
